Outcomes:

Req’mts:
1)
Prompt and Regular Attendance:  If a student voluntarily chooses to drop the course, it is his/her responsibility to initiate the drop. The PCC attendance policy is that a student may miss a maximum of four (4) classes or ten (10) class hours before an instructor can drop the student for poor attendance.  Three (3) tardies count as one absence.  STUDENTS WILL BE DROPPED FROM THE COURSE AFTER THE FIFTH ABSENCE. Any student arriving 15 or more minutes late or departing early, without pre-approved permission, will be marked as absent for the day. If after the final drop date passes:

· SIX combined absences and/or minuses on homework will result in a lowered grade for the semester.  

· EIGHT combined absences and/or homework minuses result in an F for the semester. 
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Should a student not be able to attend their regularly scheduled lecture time, they are encouraged to join another section for that class session and not have an absence counted against their attendance.

2) 
Participation in class discussions and class work which means timely completion of all WileyPlus and written homework, and in-class work.  Homework must be completed at home and brought to class where all assignments will be reviewed and questions discussed.  Homework completion will be recorded each time a student is called upon, or goes to the board, and will be recorded as follows:

· A “+” will be given for each correct answer and occasionally for successfully completion of in-class work.  One extra credit point will be given for each “+” recorded on homework; these points are added to your cumulative exam points.

· A check for each completed, but incorrect answer 

· A “-“ for uncompleted homework.  

If a student reaches excessive minuses for lack of homework completion, actions as outlined under Prompt and Regular Attendance shall apply.

Homework consists of all Set A problems (Prob. 1-2A, 2-4A, etc.) from the assigned text.  Working papers are provided for all problems; exercises should be completed on blank paper.

3) Satisfactory achievement (60 percent minimum) on examinations. If it is necessary for a student to be absent on a scheduled test day, he/she must provide proof of reason for the absence.  In addition, the student must email the instructor at mblee@pasadena.edu  PRIOR to the test start time.  Only one make-up exam per semester will be granted.  Lack of timely notification or any additional missed exams, will be counted as a zero.  Make up exams will available during an alternate class time, office hours OR be proctored at the Assessment Center in D205 by an agreed upon date. Instructors are allowed only two exams at the Assessment Center at a time.  Therefore, make up exams proctored at the Assessment Center are not guaranteed.  The student must arrive at the Assessment Center in time to complete the exam before closing time. Absolutely no exceptions.  Students are responsible for confirming the Assessment Center hours (626-585-7272). Students will be required to present their PCC ID card and sign a make-up test regulations form.
